
Building Your First Landing Page

Key Terms:

Landing Page - A standalone web page, created speci�cally for a marketing or advertising

campaign – or in this case, your af�liate marketing efforts.

"Call to Action" Button - This is where you will put your af�liate link. You will also want to

include your af�liate link in any emails you send the potential customer.

Headline - Attention-grabbing, action-oriented, and very relatable to the problem the

customer has that the product solves.

VSL - Video Sales Letter

Copy - Another word for body text or writing. This is where you continue to sell the product.

Things like testimonials, social proof, and bullet points work very well here.

CTA or Call to Action - What you want the consumer to do. Usually in button format,

brightly colored, with a clear reason to click.

Email Swipes - Email swipes are essentially copy-and-paste text that is guaranteed to

convert.

WYSIWYG Editor- "What You See is What You Get" Editor. It shows you what would be on

the page as you add content to it.

What is a Landing Page?

A landing page is where a customer is sent after they click on your ad or the content that you've

created. It is a stand-alone web page that guides a customer to a speci�c desired action.

Pro Tip:

Landing pages are used by almost every successful af�liate. They have the power to make or

break campaigns.

Landing Page: What It Is & What It Is NOT

It is:

A method to warm up a potential buyer to a sale

A problem-solving or storytelling page

A single "call to action" page

It is not:

A sales page

A regular webpage with navigation tools

How does Accelerator help?

Accelerator is ClickBank's very own custom funnel generator. This tool comes with pre-made

templates that are niche and traf�c source-speci�c. It allows you to build, launch, and manage



your funnels; create blogs, or websites; and grow an email list all from one single platform. It

also lets you connect automation, tag/organize your leads, and connect custom domains, all

while monitoring your funnel’s performance.

Where does your affiliate link go?

An af�liate link should be embedded into any CTA that links to the seller's sales page, often on

the thank you page, as well as any emails you send promoting a product.

Pro Tip: Always test your link to make sure it is tracking to the correct
page. Practice your entire funnel!

Create Your Funnel:

Log into Accelerator and navigate through the onboarding wizard.

You are going to use Accelerator as an af�liate to promote products.

Select the nice you will be promoting products in. You can always come back and change

this later.



Select your traf�c source. If you aren't sure what kind of traf�c source you want to use yet,

that's okay. You can select one now to practice making your funnel and come back to change

it later.

Name your workspace. This can be your name or your niche. Just remember, this is the web

address you'll use to access your Accelerator Dashboard. This is not your site's public URL -

we'll set that up later.



Next, choose the color theme that you want your funnel to look like. This is always

changeable.



Now, select your funnel. Use the information and resources provided on your seller's

af�liate tools page to help you make this decision. Taylor selected Video Presale because it

is one of the simplest funnels, and it is a great place to start if you are not sure. If you select

a different funnel, the same principles will apply.

Your funnel is just about ready! Head to the editor!

Edit Your Funnel

First, start by editing your page. Click Edit Page to go to the editor.



Remember! This page needs to be simple and get people to do your desired "call to action"

(also known as a CTA).

Navigage to the ClickBank Marketplace and �nd your seller's af�liate page. This is

where you can �nd inspiration for the kind of copy to use on your landing page.



Typically the af�laite tools page will include email swipes.

Email swipes are essentially copy-and-paste text that is guaranteed to convert.

Your seller's version may look a little different.



Create Your Headline

Use your seller's copy and update your headline.

Update your headline to make it attention-grabbing and to make certain words stand out. In

Accelerator, do this by highlighting the text and editing it.



Bullet Points or Body

Next, update the body copy or bullet points on your landing page. Use your seller's tools

like the email swipes page to help you do this.

Imagery & Visual Assets

Find imagery for your landing page on the seller's af�liate tools page. For the video

presale, �nd an image that has a "Play" button on it. This not the actual video, but it will

direct the potential buyer to the sales page to watch the VSL.

Screenshot or save the image you would like to use.

To screenshot on a Mac, press Shift-Command-4, then move the crosshair pointer to where

you want to start the screenshot. Press the mouse or trackpad button, drag over the area

you want to capture, then release the mouse or trackpad button.

To screenshot on a Windows use the snipping tool.



Once you have your image, head back to the editor and click Replace.



Then, drag and drop the image you want to use.



Adjust to your desired size.



IMPORTANT� How to Add Your HopLink

The best place to put your HopLink in inside the CTA button. For this example, place it inside

the "Watch Video" button.

If you are using another tool, make sure you have a large CTA button that describes your

desired action.

Select the button on the template and go to the button settings.

Return to the ClickBank Marketplace listing and either get your HopLink from the listing, or

use the seller's HopLink generator. If you use the seller's HopLink generator, make sure you

go back to the HopLink tools section in your ClickBank account and encrypt your HopLink!



Copy your HopLink and take that back to your landing page editor.

Paste your HopLink URL and click Save.



Make sure your image with the play button is clickable by selecting the image and opening

the link editor.



Paste your HopLink and click Update.



Congrats! You have successfully created your first landing page!

Remember, no matter what editor you use, you only need these things:

1. A header

2. Bullet point text for your body

3. Imagery

4. Two touchpoints for the potential buyer to follow the desired CTA and be directed to the

sales page

Check your HopLink

Make sure you follow the CTA links all the way to the order form.

Test your encoded af�liate HopLink ID using the HopLink tools.

Make Sure Your Page is Active

In Accelerator, go to Page Info on the left menu.

Make sure Page is Live is checked.



Pro Tip:

If you ever want to update your page URL, you can do that in the SEO section of Page Info.

That's it! Your Landing Page is Live!

Let's recap the core foundations of a good landing page:

1. A high-converting, interest-peaking headline

2. A few bullet points to back up your headline

3. An image with your HopLink embedded

4. A strong CTA with your HopLink embedded

Dont forget to test our your entire funnel and make sure your HopLink is on the order form.
